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Wacky Locals Steal The Show in Moose TV

Picking
the lock of the abandoned station’s door, he makes his entrance into show biz with his best friend, local
small-appliance repairman Clifford (Nathaniel Arcand — North of 60, DaVinci’s Inquest), by his side. Moose
TV is suddenly on-air.

Soon, the colourful townsfolk are lining up with their programming ideas including “Ernie Makes a Drum” and
“Me and My Beaver.” Meanwhile, Alice (Jennifer Podemski — Fugitive Pieces, Degrassi: The Next
Generation), the seductive older sister of prim and reserved station manager Robin (Michelle Latimer), has
just hitched a ride into Moose with corrupt mayor Gerry Keeshig (Gary Farmer), who also happens to be
George’s father. The airwaves of Moose TV heat up as ambitions, schemes, partnerships, family rivalries,
sex triangles and a murder plot combine.
